Constitution of the Woodsworth College Students Association Clubs Committee
I. Preamble

The Woodsworth College Clubs Committee is established for the purpose of endorsing and supporting Woodsworth College Students’ Association (WCSA) Clubs.  The clubs committee will undertake its activities guided by a liberal collegial spirit with the purpose ultimately being the enrichment and further enlightenment of the Woodsworth College Community and those associated with it.

II. Mandate

a. The Clubs Committee receives its mandate from the constitution and by-laws of the Woodsworth College Students association.  
III. Membership

a. The Clubs Committee will be chaired by the Vice President of External Affairs.  It shall also contain 2 other members of the WCSA Executive Committee and 2 members of the Board of Directors who are not members of the Executive Committee.  Any prospective members beyond this number of permanent members must be voted on by at least two-thirds plus one of the membership. Quorum will be reached when the Chair and any two other members are in attendance.  

b. A member may be removed by a decision of the Board of Directors at a Board of Directors meeting.  
IV. Meetings and Process
a. Meetings will be held at least once a month during the regular school year and on an ‘as-needed’ basis throughout the summer.  All members will be given at least five days of notice before a meeting except in case of a special session or outside session.  
i. A special session can be held given that all members who are not “accessible” have given their assent to a meeting.  Again standard quorum must be reached.  
ii. An outside session is a meeting for which only the chairperson’s presence is required.  Decisions made in outside sessions must be reported to the rest of the Committee at the next meeting.  All decisions of the outside session are contingent upon the agreement of the rest of committee.  Outside sessions will  less important nature including but not limited to;

1. Receiving monthly progress reports from club leaders.  

b. Quorum is required in order for “important” decisions to be made.  “important” decisions will included but be not limited to;

i.  Approval of new clubs
ii. Approval of Amendments to clubs.  
iii. Decisions regarding funding in excess of one-hundred dollars within a thirty-day period for one club.
iv. Funding exceeding one-thousand dollars within the period of one academic year for one club.  
v. Any disciplinary action.  

c. Approval of a new club will be contingent on a two-thirds majority.  
d. Approval of funds exceeding one-hundred dollars within a period of thirty-days will require two-thirds majority.  
e. Approval of funds exceeding one-thousand dollars within a period of one academic year will require two-thirds majority.  

f. Approval of a one-time event will be contingent on a two-thirds majority.  

g. Revocation of recognition will require a two-thirds majority.  

h. In the event of a tie in voting the vote of the chairperson will count twice.  
i. The chairperson may use their discretion to deal with any issues which may arise which are not addressed by this constitution.  The Chairperson will, however, be guided by the spirit of this constitution.  
V. Responsibilities of Clubs
a. Approval of new club

i. Clubs which were not active in the previous academic year will be considered “new”.  They must provide a constitution and rough outline of expected expenses.  

ii. At the meeting at which a new club is approved at least one founding (or re-founding) member of the new club must be present at that meeting.  They may be asked to clarify or change aspects of their club’s constitution.  Minutes from this meeting may be used in interpreting the club constitution later on.  
b. Continuing clubs

i. Clubs which were active in the previous academic year will be considered “continuing” clubs.  They must demonstrate that they have carried over to the next year in a way that is acceptable to the committee.  
c. Clubs will not speak nor act on behalf of the clubs Committee or on behalf of WCSA without express and precise permission.  

d. Clubs will not enter into contracts nor agreements with bodies external to the Woodsworth College Students’ Association without the express and precise permission of the committee.  

e. Clubs must be prepared to give monthly status reports.

f. Failure to comply with the responsibilities set forth in this constitution or with the spirit of this constitution are among the grounds for revocation of recognition.  

VI. Amendment

a. The decision to amend is ultimately made by the Woodsworth College Students’ Association Board of Directors.
